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Bradford City of Film - Projection Equipment
Hire Agreement

Terms & Conditions of Hire
1. Definitions

1.1 “The Equipment” shall mean all items provided by Bradford City of Film including cables, extension leads and flight cases.

1.2 The “Customer” is the person or organisation hiring the equipment.  Any person purporting to act on behalf of the customer shall be bound by this agreement.
1.3 “Bradford City of Film” shall be interpreted to include its appointed agents Fabric, to whom all on-going contact should be made. 

1.4 This agreement shall be interpreted and applied in accordance with English law.

2. Charges

2.1
Hire charges shall be those agreed at the time of hiring.

2.2
Bradford City of Film or its agents reserve the right to waive these charges at their discretion.

2.3
Bradford City of Film requires hirers to pay a small deposit of £150.  Upon return and inspection of the equipment, £120 will be returned to the hiree with £30 retained.  

2.4
Bradford City of Film will inspect the equipment on its return and will determine whether all or some of the deposit should be retained to meet the cost of repairing any damage caused by the hirer.

3. Hire Period

3.1 The hire commences and terminates at the times and dates shown on the agreement form below.
3.2 If the hirer is unable, for whatever reason, to return the equipment by the time and date agreed they must contact Bradford City of Film on the number below to inform them of this and to make alternative arrangements.
3.3 Delays in returning the equipment will jeopardise future hires for the organisation and/or individual concerned.
4. Power to enter this agreement

4.1 The signatory to this contract warrants that they are duly authorised to enter into the contract on the customer behalf and personally indemnifies Bradford City of Film against all losses and costs which may be incurred if this is not the case.
5. Customer responsibilities

5.1 The customer’s responsibility for the equipment commences on collection of the equipment by the customer or his/her agent and ends when the customer receives Bradford City of Film’s unqualified receipt upon return of the equipment.

5.2 The customer shall at no time sell, disperse or otherwise dispose of this equipment or attempt to do so.

5.3 The customer and signatory of this agreement jointly and severally undertake to ensure that everyone who uses this equipment has been properly instructed in its safe and proper use and will ensure that that the equipment is not misused.

5.4 The customer will at all times indemnify Bradford City of Film against all cost, expenses, liability, financial loss claim or proceedings whatsoever in respect of any personal injury or damage to or loss of any property arising out of or in connection with the hire, use, non use, repossession, collection, return or non return of the equipment. 

5.5 Include Fabric and Bradford City of Film logos at events, using the logos provided (using logos on accompanying flash drive or via email).
5.6 Provide monitoring details of number of individuals who attended screening, which film screened and copies of any publicity.  Failure to provide these details will result in the FULL retention of the deposit.
6. Electrical Equipment

6.1 Any electrical equipment must be used with the plugs/sockets as fitted.
6.2 The customer shall at all times ensure that a suitable and proper supply of electricity is arranged for use of the equipment and that a suitable electrical earth is available at all times.
7. Equipment breakdown and reporting

7.1 Any breakdown of equipment must be reported to Bradford City of Film immediately.
7.2 The customer shall not attempt to repair the equipment without prior consent from Bradford City of Film.
7.3 If the equipment is involved in an accident resulting in any damage whatsoever to either the equipment or other property or injury to any person, Bradford City of Film must be notified immediately.
7.4 The equipment must not be removed from the site originally specified by the customer or from any subsequent site authorised by Bradford City of Film without written consent from Bradford City of Film.
8. Compatibility of equipment

8.1 The customer shall be responsible for ensuring that the equipment is compatible for use with any other equipment in use by the customer.
9. Insurance

9.1 The customer agrees to pay Bradford City of Film the full replacement cost of any equipment lost or stolen or damaged beyond reasonable repair where such loss is demonstrated to result from negligence on the part of the customer.
10. Condition of returned equipment

10.1 The customer will on completion of the hire or termination of the agreement return all the equipment to Bradford City of Film in good, clean, serviceable and undamaged condition.
10.2 The customer will be liable for the cost of restoring the equipment to such condition in the event of failure to comply with 10.1
11. Termination of hire

11.1 Bradford City of Film shall be entitled to terminate this agreement and recover the equipment with immediate effect if the customer is in breach of these terms.
