The studentship consists of full fees paid + an annual stipend of approx £10000. However, this studentship is only funded to support fees for Home/EU students. In order to apply, please complete a 2-page research outline on the topic of research you wish to pursue. That outline should cover:

- the research problems or questions you intend to address
- the research context (background) in which those problems or questions are located. In describing the context, you should refer to the current state of knowledge and any recent debate on the subject
- the particular contribution to knowledge and understanding in this area that you hope to make. You should explain why the work is important.
- the methods and critical approaches that you plan to use
- the sources that you will use, if appropriate (e.g. specialist archives etc.)
- you should say, as far as you can, how the project will develop or how you will structure the work over the period of the studentship

Indicate clearly which studentship (i.e. 'City of Film') you are applying for. The best description of what we are looking for is available from the long version of the advert which is available here:

You will also need to complete the Application Form; it is important you complete the document fully. Two references are required (a reference form is also included), along with a copy of your degree certificates, transcripts, your IELTS or TOEFL result (if a non native English speaker).

- Copies of certificates and transcripts
- IELTS or TOEFL result if non-native speaker
